REGULATIONS
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

The regulations of the STEAM project of international kindergarten and the pre-school
education institutions ,,The Earth blooms in a child's palm* (henceforth referred to as project)
provisions regulate the goal of the project, its problems, the responsible personell, the participants
and the organizational and executive procedures.

II. GOAL AND TASKS

Goal: to develop ecological awareness, creative thinking and awareness of preschool and
preschool children, using STEAM methods in the educational process.

Tasks:
